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WHAT IS ARFOR?



ARFOR was originally established in 2019 as a project to work in
favour of the Welsh language in the language strongholds in north
and west Wales. The aim of the scheme is to ensure that prosperity
and economic investment help to empower communities where
there are high percentages of Welsh speakers.

ARFOR 1 started in 2019 following the budget agreement between the
Welsh Government and Plaid Cymru. The first phase of the project saw
an investment of £2 million provided to Carmarthenshire, Ceredigion,
Gwynedd and Anglesey Councils.

The aim of the programme was to start looking at economic
interventions in the Welsh language strongholds by funding
innovative projects that promoted prosperity in these areas. Financial
support was provided to support businesses and organisations,
mentoring support was given to young people through Liwyddo’'n
Lleol 2050, financial support was given to businesses to buy new
equipment, and groups were supported to establish social enterprises
with the aim of protecting their key local resources.

154 businesses received support through the programme, 238 full-
time jobs and 89 part-time jobs were created with a further 226 jobs
protected within the region as a result of the programme in the period
up to March 2021.

Following the success of the first part of the project, and as part of the
Collaboration Agreement between the Welsh Government and Plaid
Cymru, it was announced in October 2022 that the ARFOR programme
would receive a further investment of £11 million until the end of
March 2025. The establishment of ARFOR 2 represented a significant
expansion of the original project, with the aim of continuing the
learning and innovation work at the core of the first phase.



There are 4 strategic objectives at the heart of the work:

1. To create opportunities for people and young families
under 35 years of age to stay or return to their indigenous
communities, supporting them to succeed in their local areas
by following new initiatives and developing careers for them
to secure a livelihood that matches their ambitions.

2. To create enterprising communities within the ARFOR
region by supporting business and community initiatives
that seek to preserve and increase local wealth, encouraging
them to take advantage of the resources, identity and unique
characteristics of their local areas in order to do this.

3. To increase the benefit obtained from the project’s activity
by ensuring consistent and continuous collaboration. At the
core of this lay the principles of learning by doing and sharing
good practice within communities, expanding and spreading
these habits to other areas while also ensuring that any
interventions are tailored for local circumstances.

4. To strengthen the identity of communities that have a high
percentage of Welsh speakers by supporting, encouraging
and promoting the use and visibility of the Welsh language
in these areas. An essential element of this is to emphasize
local pride, a sense of place and local loyalty in individual
communities while also helping to show the characteristics,
conditions and factors common to the whole region.

The ARFOR programme is divided into 5 work streams delivered
by individual providers by contract.
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Each stream focuses on a different element of the realisation
of ARFOR's strategic objectives and represents programmes
of work with an individual focus on specific interventions to
achieve this:

LLWYDDO’N LLEOL: Working to raise awareness of the
opportunities that exist in the ARFOR area and helping
develop the skills of young people there.

CYMUNEDAU MENTRUS: A fund for the county councils to
be able to invest directly to ensure economic growth and
ensure that capital stays and circulates within the local area.

CRONFA HER: A grant programme that allows
organisations, businesses and groups of individuals to come
together to solve some of the challenges they face locally.

BWRLWM: ARFOR activity promotion stream. Working to
inform the public about what's being achieved as part of
the programme and explore some of its core ideas.

MONITORING, EVALUATING AND LEARNING: Providing
reviews of the programme as a whole in the form of
reports, working to develop the academic and public policy
foundations of the scheme.

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HOUSING

The main consideration when thinking about moving somewhere
new is finding somewhere to live. Here you will find information about
the support that applies across the whole of Wales to help you get a
house.

The housing page on the Welsh Government website is a very useful
source for information about housing and homes in Wales. You can
find what support is available to buy and rent houses, and check if
you meet the criteria for these schemes. As you consider your plans
to move to ARFOR, it's worth looking at the different opportunities
available and the support you're eligible to receive so that you can
understand what options are available to you.

The Welsh Government'’s Help to buy a home schemes offer several
programmes to assist individuals and families to buy a home. Through
these programmes the government provides financial support to

help people in Wales own their own home, with schemes specifically
tailored to provide support to people in different circumstances. These
programmes include:

A scheme that gives you the opportunity to buy a share of a home
and pay rent on the remaining share.

A scheme that provides shared equity loans for houses worth up to
£300,000. This scheme is for people who are buying a home for the
first time and moving house, but they must have a deposit of 5% of
the value of the property.

A scheme that provides equity loans of between 30% and 50%
to purchase a property for those who meet certain criteria.

Remember that many jobs now allow remote
working, or hybrid working that share time
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between the office and home, so you don't
necessarily need to limit your search to jobs
located in ARFOR areas only. These websites
are updated frequently, and it's worth
checking them regularly to see if there's a

job that appeals and matches your strengths.

Childcare

There are a number of programmes available for families with
young children in Wales that provide support with living costs and
childcare costs. This provision can vary from area to area and the
local Family Information Service can be used to find information
about childcare in your area. More information about each county
council’'s position can be found in the individual sections. Here is
an overview of what's available across Wales:

» The Childcare Offer for Wales: The Wales Childcare Offer
provides up to 30 hours of free childcare per week for 3- and
4-year-olds in Wales. To learn more and to see if you're eligible
to apply, follow this link to the Welsh Government website.
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Universal Credit: If you receive Universal Credit you can claim

back up to 85% of childcare costs. Working parents can also
receive help towards living costs. To learn more, follow this link.

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HOUSING

Over the last few decades some areas of Ceredigion have seen an
increase in the number of second homes and a significant increase
in house prices in some places. This has led to a housing shortage in
some areas and communities where local people find it difficult to
find a home that meets their requirements.

According to the House Price Index for Wales, the average house
prices by property type in Ceredigion are:

Local Housing Strategy

Ceredigion Council’s Local Housing Strategy outlines the Council’s
vision and plans for housing in the area from 2023 to 2028. As well as
recognizing the role of housing in influencing the health and well-being
of individuals, the strategy also considers the implications of housing
policy on culture and the Welsh language. The document sets out key
priorities for the Council to follow, including:

% Providing housing that meets the needs of commmunities in
Ceredigion

% Ensuring that the residents of Ceredigion live in suitable and
sustainable accommodation, of good quality

% Ensuring that homelessness is a rare, brief event that does not
happen again

% Providing timely and appropriate support to maintain independent
living

The Strategy notes the existence of the Welsh Government
Welsh Communities Housing Scheme stating that the Housing
Strategy will continue to be aware of this scheme and also
support the Ceredigion Language Strategy 2023-2028. To learn
more about the ‘Housing for all’ strategy follow this link.

Council Tax Premium on second homes

In April 2023, the Welsh Government increased the maximum
tax premium that local authorities can charge on second homes
to 300%. This means that county councils have the power to
raise three times what owners of second homes pay in council
tax than if they lived there permanently. Before this step the
maximum possible that local authorities could charge was a
premium of 100%.

Since April 2024 Ceredigion Council has been imposing higher
rates on long-term vacant properties and second homes. An
empty house or ‘long-term vacant dwelling'’ is defined as a
house that has been empty for a year, unused and substantially
unfurnished. Ceredigion Council charges a premium of 100% on
empty houses that have been empty for up to 5 years, 150% on
houses that have been empty for up to 10 years and 200% on
houses that have been empty for over 10 years.
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A 100% premium was placed on council tax on second homes
in Ceredigion from April 2024, it will be increased to 150% from
1st April 2025. Exceptions are in place for houses that are on the
market for sale or rent (up to 12 months), a dwelling that is part
of a larger house, members of the armed forces and individuals
who meet various other criteria. To find out more information
about Ceredigion Council's empty houses and second homes
policies, follow this link.

SUPPORT

The Empty Homes Scheme

The Empty Homes Scheme is a programme funded by the Welsh
Government and administered through local authorities in all
parts of Wales to encourage homeowners to bring empty homes
back into full-time use. The scheme provides interest-free loans
of up to £25,000 to house owners to renovate and improve the
condition of their houses so that they can be used by renting
them out or selling them on. Ceredigion Council can give you
further help and advice regarding the scheme including:

» Advice on what necessary work needs to be done to ensure
that someone can live in the house

The Community Housing Scheme - Shared
Equity

The Community Housing Scheme is a national policy funded by
the Welsh Government which is implemented by every County
Council in Wales. As in all other counties, the aim of Ceredigion
County Council's Community Housing Scheme is to support
individuals and families to own their own homes through a
shared equity scheme with the Council.
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The Council provides a variety of loans and shared equity
programmes for people, which vary according to the needs and
finances of different individuals. The aim of the scheme is to
assist people with limited savings to buy a house of which the
Council will own a proportion until the debt to the Council is
repaid.

The scheme includes loans to buy a property to live in of up

to 20% of the property purchase price up to a maximum of
£300,000 and vacant property loans of 40% of the property
purchase price up to a maximum of £300,000. The shared
equity share can be used alongside the Home Improvement
Loans grant and the National Empty Homes Grant to transfer
the property to full use if the criteria for each are met. You can
