December 2024 - February 2025:

· Submit Outline Business Case to Welsh Government and publish Outline Business Case

April/May/June 2025 (Commencement of detailed design and Full Business Case works):
· Review potential catchment wide flood risk reduction measures;
· Undertake additional topographic survey; &
· Finalise option using hydraulic modelling

July/August/September 2025:
· Comple Ground Investigation; &
· Undertake detailed Design calculations and draft drawings.

October/November/December 2025:
· Draft Detailed Design and Implementation Tender Package; &
· Undertake further public consultation

January/February/March 2026:
· Complete Detailed Design and Implementation Tender Pack;
· Developing a Full Business Case; &
· Submit Full Business Case to Welsh Government.


The Tal-y-Bont Flood Mitigation Scheme will only be implemented if we receive Welsh Government funding in line with the current Flood Coastal Erosion Risk Management (FCERM) strategy following the submission of the Full Business Case.
