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SYNOPSIS OF PROJECT GROUP MEETING

Key Points discussed at Project Group meeting: 24.10.2024

14.1 Welcome and Apologies

Hazel Lloyd Lubran (HLL) infroduced everyone to the meeting.

14.2 Age Friendly Ceredigion

Melanie Walters (MW) provided an update on the International Older Persons Day 2024, ideas for recruitment in South Ceredigion and
information on the Age Friendly Communities Grant. The submission has been approved, and Ceredigion has officially earned the




designation of ‘Age Friendly Ceredigion’. A Forum has been established for the community that will meet quarterly, with the next
meeting scheduled for 28 November. The primary focus of the next meeting will be fransportation. There is currently a grant
opportunity available through CAVO for community groups seeking funding of up to £500 for projects aimed at enhancing age-
friendliness — hitps://conneciceredigion.org.uk/grants/age-friendly-ceredigion-fund. Further to the International Older Person’s Day
event, an additional 12 residents have expressed interest in becoming citizens’ representatives, bringing the total number of
representatives to 21. The Age Friendly Ceredigion website is regularly updated, where the initial version of the directory can be
accessed. The second version will be uploaded shortly. Partners were asked to contact MW if aware of any interested parties keen to
be involved in the Age Friendly Forum.

14.3 Cardigan Well-being Centre Update

Carwyn Young (CY) provided an update on the Cardigan Well-being Centre. The decision has been made to utilise the site of the
current Cardigan swimming pool as the location for the Cardigan Well-being Centre. Accessibility was a primary consideration, as
this location is situated in the heart of the town. Ceredigion County Council's Overview and Scrutiny Co-ordinating Committee have
received an on-site visit, and all democratic processes have been followed. CY noted that the Welsh Government’s (WG) funding
scheme criteria has shifted slightly, and now includes more of a focus on the services provided as opposed to the development of
facilities. With this in mind, the Team are in the process of preparing a formal presentation of plans for WG. Conversations with
organisations are also underway to determine what services could be delivered from within the Centre. HLL suggested that the Well-
being in Cardigan Delivery Group should be used to facilitate the process of linking with the community, and provide guidance on
the desired appearance of the site. A discussion was also held regarding the swimming pool, and whether the Well-being Centre will
utilise it. The next steps will include publishing a draft proposal detailing the design and features of the proposed Well-being Centre,
which will provide an opportunity for community members to review and provide feedback on the project.

14.4 Regional Whole Systems Approach to Healthy Weight Workshop Session — Hywel Dda Public Health Team

The majority of the session was allocated to a workshop session hosted by the Public Health Team on the Regional Whole Systems
Approach (WSA) to Healthy Weight. The Whole System Approach encourages a different way of thinking and working and seeing the
system as a whole. By understanding how the system operates, and the parts which it is comprised of, the aim is to identify where the
greatest opportunity for change may be and to reach an agreement as to how a healthy weight environment can be achieved by
working and acting differently. To do this, the WSA Team is working to bring together partners with a role and interest, including the
Regional Partnership Boards, Public Service Boards, Local Authorities, Third Sector, and communities.
